Mosaic Group Categorisation by Postcode — St David’s ward

Key Features

The following maps have been produced to illustrate the Mosaic Groups also apparent within St David’'s ward,
which do not appear in the initial map illustrating the predominant Mosaic Group.

Exeter St David's ward covers most of the city centre area and comprises seven Mosaic groups. Towards the
north (the Exeter College area) and east (cathedral area) of this ward group E can be seen widespread along
with mostly centrally located pockets of group D. Towards the central/south group F dominates particularly
within the area bordered by the Quay/ Tudor Street/ Fore Street and Western Way to the East of this area there
are also pockets of group I. Group | can also be seen clustered around Mount Dinham. A cluster of group H
can be seen around Clayton Road.

The first map illustrates the Mosaic Group by individual postcode in various sizes depending on the number of
residential delivery points each point represents. The second map illustrates the same data by the geographical
size each postcodes covers.

Mosaic analysis by type

The main Mosaic Types (61 in Total) appearing in the Exeter Devon Town geography.

Key Features
The graphs below show specifically that many of the Mosaic Types do not appear in Exeter (or Devon).

Exeter appears to be more similar to the national profile than to Devon as a whole. Four Types have more than
5% of the Residential Delivery Points (RDPs) in the area: D21 (6.6%), E33 (6.5%), H46 (5.4%) and E31 (5.3%).

The following two graphs categorise Exeter residential delivery points into Mosaic Types. They are then
compared to the National and Devon Mosaic profiles in order to show similarity or difference. Clearly some
Mosaic Types do not appear in Exeter.

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Exeter

The most prominent Mosaic Types appearing in each ward/parish of Exeter.

Key Features

The table below show the diversity of make up of each ward within Exeter. Despite Exeter City having its
highest proportions as E33, D21 and E31 only one ward has all these groups in its top three (Polsloe), and
only three other wards feature two of these groups.

The tables below drill down into each ward/ parish within the Devon Town area in order to reveal the three most

prominent Mosaic Types in each parish or ward. These Mosaic Types could potentially remain hidden if the

Devon Town area is considered as a whole without reference to its components. Those highlighted in red indicate

types not identified when looking at either the parish or rural parishes as a whole.
